In his message for World Day of Migrants 2014 Pope Francis wrote, ‘We ourselves 
need to see, and then to enable others to see, that migrants and refugees do not 
only represent a problem to be solved, but are brothers and sisters to be welcomed, 
respected and loved’.  
 
Undeniably, the displacement of people due to war, poverty and persecution is a major problem. 
The victims are our brothers and sisters. It is our Christian duty to enable them find a home where 
their basic needs are met and an environment where they can flourish. A truly Christian approach 
towards refugees seeks not only to provide but also to communicate a welcome, to accompany 
them on their journey.
